GENERAL EDUCATION* 

General Education Development (GED) 
GED preparation classes provide instruction 
for adults who are performing at or above the 
9th grade level.  Passing the GED Test gives 
adults the opportunity to earn a State of Flor-
ida High School Diploma.  The GED consists 
of five tests: Mathematics, Writing, Reading, 
Science and Social Studies. 

DAYS TIME

Adult Basic Education 
(ABE) 
ABE classes provide instruc-
tion in basic literacy and life 
skills for adults who are per-
forming at or below the 8th 
grade level and prepare 
them for GED preparation 
classes. 

Adult High School 
Students who are pursuing a stan-
dard high school diploma in Palm 
Beach County need 24 credits, 2.0 
grade point average, and a passing 
score on the Florida Comprehensive 
Assessment Test (FCAT).  Students 
who have withdrawn from their home 
high school, need no more than two 
credits, and/or need intensive FCAT 
preparation classes, may enroll in the 
Adult High School.
